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HISTORY OF LANGLEY PARK SCHOOL FOR GIRLS 
 

 
The school itself opened on 28 September 1919 as Beckenham County School for Girls, with 153 students aged from 
8 years, and 10 teachers. The first Headmistress was Miss E.M. Fox. A few years later, an association for ex-students 
was formed, called the Adremian Association. 

The building at the school's first location (on Lennard Road, Beckenham) was completed in 1914. It was, however, 
used as a military hospital during World War I. 

In 1945, the name of the school was changed to The County Grammar School for Girls, and in 1955 to Beckenham 
Grammar School for Girls. In 1959, the school moved to new buildings in a parkland setting, in Langley Park. The 
current name "Langley Park School for Girls" was adopted in 1968. 

In 1976 the school went comprehensive. In 1996 it became a Technology College, and in 2000 it became part of the 
South East England Virtual Education Action Zone. 

In July 2009, the school celebrated its 50th anniversary during the last week of school in the summer. This included 
music, dancing and a commemorative event - bringing the Olympic torch into the school. 

On 1 August 2011, the school officially gained academy status. 

LANGLEY PARK LEARNING TRUST  

 
Langley Park Learning Trust (LPLT) was formed in September 2018, bringing together five exceptional schools in the 
Beckenham area. The Trust was created by a group of schools with a shared educational ethos and a vision for shar-
ing best practice in all areas.

Langley Park School for Girls operates a cashless system for which all students use a toggle. There are no overdraft 

facilities with this system and students must learn to be responsible. All money should be credited onto sQuid      

accounts online using a credit or debit card. All payments to the school, including printing, trips and other          

purchases, should be made using sQuid. 

Cashless catering reduces the problems of students carrying cash within the school environment and encourages 

healthy eating. Independent Catering offers a varied menu using fresh UK meats, salads and vegetables daily from 

Kent suppliers. In addition to a choice of main meals, a freshly made selection of sandwiches, filled rolls and wraps, 

filled hot panini breads, soup, jacket potatoes, potted salads, fruit salads and a salad bar are also available. 

Payment can be made by online at www.secure.sQuidcard.com . A main meal and dessert is Ã2.50. 

A cashless system enables those who are entitled to a free school allowance to be in receipt of this without others 

knowing this. This allowance will be available to spend at break time and lunchtime. 

If a student is entitled to a free school meal, this allowance will be credited to their account on a daily basis at 

7.00am and any unspent allowance will be lost at the end of lunch.  

We will also provide a separate letter with log-in details along with a toggle for your daughter/son that they will 

need to use to pay for all purchases that they make. Your daughter/son will need to ensure they have the toggle 

with them every day. 

In the event that the toggle is lost, a replacement can be purchased from the canteen for Ã5.00. 

All students who intend to purchase food from the canteen must register in advance.

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THE 16 TO 19 BURSARY FUND 

 
The 16 to 19 Bursary Fund was introduced to support the most disadvantaged young people to participate in and 
benefit from Post-16 education and training. The purpose of the 16 to 19 Bursary Fund is to support and retain 
students and to promote a positive attitude to learning. The Bursary fund is not to promote our school in favour 
of her institutions offering post-16 education.  

ELIGIBILITY 

¶ Applicants must be less than 19 years of age as of 31st August 2021  

¶ Applicants should also have a minimum of 90% attendance each term 

¶ You will be eligible to apply for some financial support if you fall into any of the following categories:  

¶ Young people in care, care leavers, disabled young people receiving both Employment Support Allowance 
and Disability Living Allowance, young people receiving income support (including some teenage parents, 
young people estranged from their families, and those whose parents have died)  

¶ Young people in receipt of Free School Meals 

¶ Young people whose parental income is below a certain level as determined by the school 

¶ Other students facing financial difficulties 

APPLICATION 

Applicants need to complete a 16-19 Bursary Fund application form which can be obtained from Mrs Bowry or Ms 
Thompson who are the Sixth Form Administrators located in the respective Sixth Form offices.  

The form can  also be located on the school website.    

Proof of claim: 

When you apply, you will be asked to provide evidence of your current qualifying income, such as: 

¶ P60 Certificate (PAYE Certificate of pay and tax deducted)
